Order of precedence of contract documents
The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed as part of this contract, in the following order of precedence:
· the main conditions;
· the special conditions;
· the general conditions (Annex I);
· applicable only if the contract is a transnational contract: the PRAG Procedural rules on conciliation and arbitration.
· the technical specifications (Annex II [including clarifications before the deadline for submission of tenders and distribution list;
· the technical offer (Annex III including clarifications from the tenderer provided during tender evaluation);
· the budget breakdown (Annex IV);
· specified forms and other relevant documents (Annex V);
The various documents making up the contract shall be deemed to be mutually explanatory; in cases of ambiguity or divergence, they shall prevail in the order in which they appear above. Addenda shall have the order of precedence of the document they are amending.

[bookmark: _Hlk133420420]4.4	Communication via electronic exchange system (EES) 
An electronic system will be used by the contracting authority and the contractor for all stages of implementation including, inter alia, management of the contract (amendments and administrative orders), reporting (including reporting on results) and payments. The contractor will be required to register in and use the appropriate electronic exchange system to allow for the e-management of the contract. 
After the entry into force of this contract, at any time during its course the contracting authority may formally notify in writing the contractor that certain communications will be made by electronic means through the EU Funding & Tenders Portal (the Portal), in accordance with the Portal Terms and Conditions and using the forms and templates provided there. The Portal can be accessed via the following URL: https://ec.europa.eu/info/funding-tenders/opportunities/portal/ The notification shall indicate whether all or only certain communications under the contract will take place through the Portal. The notification shall have full legal effect from the date specified therein, which shall allow a reasonable period of time for the contractor to complete all necessary steps to have access to the Portal. The activation of the use of the Portal shall be at no additional cost for the contracting authority.
If the use of the Portal is activated, any communication covered by the activation notification related to the implementation of this contract shall be made through the Portal (except if explicitly instructed otherwise by the contracting authority or if communication via the Portal is hindered by factors beyond the control of the parties).
Communications by contractors through the Portal must be made by persons authorized according to the Portal Terms and Conditions. For naming the authorised persons to use the Portal, each contractor must designate before the date of effect of the activation notification a ‘legal entity appointed representative (LEAR)’. The role and tasks of the LEAR are stipulated in their appointment letter (see Portal Terms and Conditions).
If the communication via the Portal is hindered, instructions will be provided by the contracting authority by email and may also be published on the Portal.
During the course of the contract, the contracting authority reserve(s) the right to further extend the coverage of the communications made through the Portal (if its use has been already activated) or to activate the use of other electronic exchange systems, at no additional cost for the contracting authority.

[bookmark: _Toc124934899]Apart from the documents specified in the Annex II+III Technical Specifications and Technical Offer, the Contractor shall also submit the documents listed below to the Contracting Authority. The Contractor is responsible for the timely distribution of the documents, their completeness and language accuracy. All documentation shall be in English and Turkish languages both as hard copy and soft copy.
Article 8	Assistance with local regulations
The contract is, as a rule, exempt from all taxes and duties, including value added tax (VAT) and Special Consumption Tax (SCT), Motorvehicle tax, Special communication tax, and/or taxes of equivalent effect, stamp or registration duties, special charges or any other charge having equivalent effect, of Article 27 and 28 of the IPA III Financial Framework Partnership Agreement signed between Türkiye and the European Union Commission on 17.10.2022, and adopted as a law by Turkish Parliament (no: 7424) on 01 December 2022 and which was published in the Turkish Official Gazette on 08 December 2022, no:32037. 3.3. The employee name tag will be made using knitted stitching on the front right chest area of the jacket and will be attached using Velcro .
3.4. The Turkish flag will again be used in the areas shown in the attached images, and the proportions of the crescent and star on the flag will be in accordance with the Turkish Flag Law No. 2893.
3.5. The final versions of the logos and emblems used on the clothing will be approved by the Administration before mass production begins.
3.6. Mass production will begin after obtaining approval from the Administration for the logo and lettering designs to be used on all garments.

18.2	The contracting authority shall inform the contractor by delivery order of the date on which delivery of the goods/implementation of the tasks shall begin.

19.1	The implementation period of tasks shall be 45 days.

[bookmark: _Toc124934912]25.2	The inspection and testing prior to the provisional acceptance will take place at the location(s) where the supplies are delivered. The inspection and testing of all supplies will be started and completed within a maximum of 30 calendar days after each delivery phase. During the inspection and testing procedure, the quantities, the technical performances the technical specifications and technical documentation will be verified. At least 2 (two) weeks before the completion of delivery, the Contractor will inform the Contracting Authority and the beneficiary about the possible schedule for inspection and testing procedures.
Article 26  General principles for payments
